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Resolucidon de la Asociacion Médica Mundial sobre la
conducta de los médicos en relacion con el trasplante
de 6rganos humanos

Adoptada por la 462 Asamblea General de la AMM
Estocolmo, Suecia, Septiembre 1994

Considerando que existe mucha preocupacion por los in-
formes cada vez mas numerosos de médicos que partici-
pan en el trasplante de tejido humano obtenido de:

- los cuerpos de presos ejecutados judicialmente u otros
cadaveres, sin obtener antes el libre consentimiento infor-
mado o darles oportunidad de rechazarlo.

- los cuerpos de personas incapacitadas, cuyas muertes se
piensa que han sido aceleradas para facilitar la recogida de
sus érganos.

- los cuerpos de gente pobre a quien se ha convencido de
deshacerse de sus 6rganos con fines comerciales.

- los cuerpos de nifios de corta edad secuestrados con este
objetivo.

Considerando que en todos estos casos, la participacién de
médicos contraviene directamente las normas enunciadas
por la Asociacién Médica Mundial en su Declaracién sobre
el Trasplante de Organos Humanos, adoptada en octubre
de 1987.

Por lo tanto, se resuelve que la Asociacion Médica Mundial
reafirma solemnemente dichas normas e insta a todas las
asociaciones meédicas nacionales a respetarlas y en caso
de transgredir estas normas, aplicar estrictas medidas dis-
ciplinarias a los médicos responsables.

World Medical Association Resolution on Physicians'
Conduct Concerning Human Organ Transplantation

This was an official WMA policy up to the 52nd WMA Gen-
eral Assembly during October 2000, when it was replaced
by the current WMA Statement on Human Organ and Tis-
sue Donation and Transplantation (17.180)

Adopted by the 46th WMA General Assembly
Stockholm, Sweden, September 1994

WHEREAS there is significant concern at the increasing
number of reports of physicians participating in the trans-
plantation of human organs or tissue taken from:

- the bodies of prisoners executed in application of a death
sentence without previously obtaining their consent or giv-
ing them an opportunity to refuse; or

- the bodies of handicapped persons whose deaths are be-
lieved to have been expedited to facilitate the harvesting of
their organs; or

- the bodies of poor people who have agreed to part with
their organs for commercial purposes; or

- the bodies of young children kidnapped for this purpose;
and

WHEREAS in such cases the participation of physicians is
in direct contravention of the guidelines enunciated by the
World Medical Association in its Declaration on Human Or-
gan Transplantation adopted in October 1987;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the World Medical
Association solemnly reaffirms those guidelines and calls
upon all national medical associations to uphold them, and
in the case of infraction of these guidelines to severely dis-
cipline the physicians involved.
